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Dear friends

I wanted to give you an update on the community programs we are developing with your support and to

give you a heads-up about two exciting events coming up soon in aid of The Women's Foundation.

As many of you know, The Women's Foundation is launching two community programs this year - a
leadership program for under-privileged teens and a program designed to help marginalized

communities of women to achieve greater economic self-reliance.

The leadership program has been developed with the support of a Steering Committee who combine
expertise in leadership development and combating gender stereotyping with experience of working
with young feens from low-income families. This year's pilot will see 30 teenage boys and girls
benefiting from a year-long program including a summer camp, community projects, inspirational talks
and events, and work-shadowing at CLSA - the corporate partner and sponsor for the program. The
program will be youth-led - we are currently recruiting university students to be camp counselors -
and will include a strong component of gender awareness, both features which make the program fairly
unique in Hong Kong. Our training partner for the program will be Po Leung Kuk, recruitment will start
next month and the program will kick off with the summer camp in July. Many thanks to members of
the Steering Committee - Zoe Henham, Assil Omar, Herbert Leung, Matthew Lui and Staci Ford -

and TWF volunteer - Gabrielle Cheung - for their invaluable help and support so far.

The other program we are launching this year will help marginalized women in Hong Kong to achieve
greater economic self-reliance and will build on the TWF financial literacy program for low-income
women we ran in 2008 to 2009. This program is aimed at building capacity within the grassroots NGOs
supporting marginalized communities of women, as well as directly helping women who are suffering
domestic violence, single mothers, new arrivals from the Mainland and other groups in need. Next
steps include establishing the Steering Committee for the program, selecting the marginalized
communities we will be looking to serve as well as the training provider and grassroots NGO partners
for this year's pilot program, and program content design. I am delighted to announce that Barclays
Capital have agreed to be the corporate partner and sponsor for this program which is scheduled to

launch in September.
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
